PORTS OF ENTRY TO HONG KONG 
 
AIR: Chep Lap Kok International Airport is the fourth busiest international passenger airport in the 
world and links Hong Kong with around 150 international destinations which includes 40 cities in 
Mainland China. 
 
RAIL: Hung Hom Station located on the Kowloon Peninsula is connected to the Beijing-Kowloon 
Railway. It serves through trains to and from Beijing, Shanghai, Guangzhou, Dongguan, Foshan, 
and Zhao Qing. 
 
SEA: Direct ferries from China Ferry Terminal connect Hong Kong with the Chinese cities of 
Shenzhen, Zhuhai, Zhongshen, Xiamen & Dongguan. Hong Kong – Macau Ferry Terminal offers 
ferries to both of Macau’s ports.
